Ropley Parish Council

Agreement between Ropley Parish Council and Ropley Cricket Club

This agreement is made on 1st December 2012  between Ropley Parish Council in the county of Hampshire (herein referred to as the Council) and the following nominated members of the Ropley Cricket Club  Chris Graham Dean farm, Bighton Hill, Ropley and John Sutton High View, Darvill Road , Ropley being duly authorised by Ropley Cricket Club (herein referred to as the Club) which term shall include all clubs and societies and members thereof in membership with the Club or affiliated thereto.

Whereas the Council is the freehold owner of the Ropley Recreation Ground the greens, courts pitches, buildings and structures thereon [“council property”] 
It is now agreed:

1. The Council will grant to the Club the full use of parts of the recreation ground known as the cricket table and practise nets, together referred to as the Premises ; on match days and for practises this will include the outfield and other parts of the recreation ground in agreement with the Ropley Football Club and a right of access at all times for the purposes connected with the Club with or without vehicles save that no vehicles shall travel over any grassed area except for essential loading and unloading or park except in areas designated by the Council for parking and subject to the following conditions

a) Where a major village event (i.e. annual Pram Race, annual 10kRace, biennial village Fayre, or royal jubilee/coronation celebration) is proposed to take place on the recreation ground and has the formal approval of the Council, the Club, having been given notice before 1st February in the relevant year and the arrangements for the approved event being incompatible with the playing of cricket on the relevant day(s), shall make alternative arrangements for that/those dates and at its own cost.
   b) the use granted to the Club by the Council shall be for  a period of seven years from the date of the signing of this Agreement, renewable  further by agreement with the Council
                           c) A rent of £85 pa shall be charged by the Council on the signing of this agreement to be paid on the 1st April each year.

             d) In the event of a failure to agree the terms of the new agreement, the Council shall refer the matter to an independent adjudicator for a decision .The cost shall been borne in equal parts by the Council and the Club.

2. The Club shall not erect any structure or make any structural alterations to any part of the Premises without the prior written approval of the Council.

3. The Club shall not affix or permit to be affixed to or upon any part of the exterior of any building, fence or structure any placard, poster, signboard or any other advertisement without the approval in writing of the Council. 
4. The Club shall make practise nets available for the use by members of the parish who are not members of the Club for cricket practise only and in compliance with all safety and equipment requirements from time to time in force   
5. The Club shall at all times and at its own cost maintain the cricket table and practise areas in good playing condition and all nets, supports and other associated equipment in a sound and safe condition. The Club may at its own expense and with the Council’s approval arrange additional maintenance to the outfield. The Club shall keep the Premises clean and free from litter.  

6. The Club shall at its own cost renew or repair with material of equal substance all defects and damage to buildings, structures, fences and equipment caused by the activities of the Club or its members and invitees 

7. The Club shall bear the whole cost of repairs, maintenance and replacement of the water supply to the Premises and shall at all times maintain, repair or replace burst water pipes within the Premises and taps and valves which are part of the water distribution system and shall cleanse and keep clear all waste gullies and drains and by arrangement shall be permitted access to such other valves/taps etc as is necessary to enable the Club to fulfil its obligations under this clause.

8.  The Club shall pay all charges levied by the supply authorities in respect of water and shall pay all other rates, taxes and charges which are or may become payable in respect of the Premises.

9. The Club shall comply with all current statutory regulations from time to time in force. 

10. The Council shall not be responsible for any property of the Club or its members or invitees, which may be brought onto the Premises or the Recreation ground.

11. The Council shall have the right of entry to the Premises at any reasonable time to inspect conditions and/ or carry out work by itself or its agents.

12. The Club shall at its own expense comply forthwith with any statutory notice lawfully served and shall keep the Council fully indemnified against all proceedings, costs, expenses, claims and demands in respect thereof.

13.The Club at its own expense shall enter into and maintain an approved insurance policy to cover

a) equipment against theft and destruction  and/or  damage by fire and other perils.

      b) liability to the public including members of the club their invitees and visitors

      c) full indemnification of the Council in respect of all claims for death, injury, damage or loss  howsoever arising in connection with the use of Council property by the Club and its invitees and visitors.

     d) employers’ liability and personal accident in respect of any employee and any voluntary worker of the Club.

14.The premises shall not be used for any activity or undertaking for any pecuniary gains save that undertaken for the benefit of the Club.

15. The Club shall not assign its rights and obligations under this Agreement.

16 The Club shall forthwith on demand produce for inspection by the Council such insurance polices as required by this Agreement to indemnify the Club.

17 .If the Club shall be in breach of the terms of this Agreement or any part thereof the Council shall serve written notice on the Club or any of its officers specifying the nature of the breach and any action required to remedy it. The Club shall forthwith implement such remedy provided that if the remedy has not been effective within one calendar month of the date of service of the notice or such other period of time as the Council may agree the Council will if necessary inform the Club of the remedy required and the likely cost incurred. The Council may itself then take whatever action is necessary to affect the remedy and charge the Club the full cost thereof and in addition a sum to cover the administration expenses of the Council incurred in effecting the remedy.

18This Agreement superseded and replaces all previous Agreements and leases.

19. This Agreement may be terminable if the annual payment shall be more than three months in arrears or if the Club is in serious and / or repeated breach of the Agreement or if the Club shall cease to exist or constitution is materially amended.
